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Dear Fellow Rotarians,

The Gates Foundation has awarded The Rotary Foundation a challenge grant of $100 million, which Rotary will match, dollar for dollar,
over three years. This is the largest single grant ever given to a volunteer service organization and represents a tremendous validation of the
approach and success of our PolioPlus program.

What does it mean for us here in District 5470? We need to do our part to meet the challenge, and your Governors are proposing this plan
to painlessly accomplish this goal in a straightforward fashion to completely eliminate polio worldwide!

Our District's fair share of the $100 million goal is $189,000 or roughly $75 per Rotarian. We have three years beginning December 2007
to raise this sum, and so we solicit your help to meet the challenge! Additionally, our Rotary Foundation has offered $1.5 million to match
individual contributions made before June 30, 2008. These funds will be matched $.50 to your dollar to help jump start contributions to the
challenge grant.

Here are some ideas to raise the funds:
" Ask your club leadership to utilize an existing fundraiser or create a new fundraiser and designate a portion of the proceeds to your
club goal of $75.00 per capita.

" Individually contribute through your club contributions structure either the entirety of the fair share sum now, or offer an option to
have the sum contributed over the course of three years beginning this 2007-08 Rotary year.

" Utilize a portion of club "Happy Bucks", or place "PolioPlus Partners table jars" at meetings for contributions of spare change
towards the cause.

" At a local non-Rotarian fundraiser with a silent auction component, solicit their organizing committee for educating and soliciting
the involvement of your non Rotary community to end polio. Ask that the proceeds or a portion of the proceeds go to support our fund rais-
ing efforts with the Gates Foundation.

" Educate new members inducted after 2003 about what our twenty year effort has accomplished. Educate them about our previous
calls to action and the additional contributions many of you made in benefit of others and ask if they would make a one time extra $25 con-
tribution in addition to their per capita giving to ensure that we meet not only our District's per capita goal, but help another Rotarian in an
area devastated by recent natural disasters to meet their goal as well.

You may contribute through any of our normal channels: Credit card deductions, Checks made to TRF or deductions through your normal
club system.

Contributions made to the challenge grant must be accompanied by donor tracking forms. These forms are our normal contributions forms
for either single or multiple donors and your club can assist you with their completion. We prefer that for ease of tracking; coordinate all
contributions through your club rather than sending them directly to TRF. Clubs should utilize the multiple donor form for contributions to
PolioPlus Partners or PolioPlus to make tracking easier.

All contributions need to be made to PolioPlus or PolioPlus Partners. ALL contributions made in the name of PolioPlus Partners will
receive the $.50 match if made before June 30, 2008 this is very important for you to remember in designating where you wish to direct
your contribution. TRF will match all PolioPlus Partners contributions until June 30, 2008 with a cap on matching of $1.5 million.

All contributions receive Paul Harris Recognition points! Accurately tracking your contribution is paramount for recognition of your contri-
butions towards Paul Harris Fellowship(s) and Major Donor achievements.

Your participation in this effort is crucial to making it a success. We feel confident that this extraordinary commitment from the Gates
Foundation and Rotary will serve as a catalyst for additional donations from others to help us realize the dream of a polio-free world.

Progress — Polio Eradication IS Realistic: The technical feasibility of eradicating wild-type poliovirus was
confirmed in October 1999 when the last case of paralytic polio due to wild poliovirus type 2 (1 of 3 types) was detected
anywhere in the world. By 2002, the feasibility of eradication was reaffirmed by certification of eradication of all 3 wild
poliovirus types in three of the six World Health Organization (WHO) Regions.*

The Case — Completing Polio Eradication: In 2006, only four countries still had wild-type poliovirus, limited to
small geographic regions of Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan. This war on polio will not be won until the last case
of polio is gone.? This must be done as quickly as possible.

PolioPlus: Rotary launched the PolioPlus program in 1985 and contributions to the PolioPlus Fund continue to support
the most essential components of polio eradication activities in our partnership with the World Health Organization
(WHO), Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), and UNICEF. With Rotary’s community-based network
worldwide, Rotary is the volunteer arm of the global partnership dedicated to eradicating polio.

PolioPlus Partners: In 1995, a sub-program of PolioPlus, the PolioPlus Partners program (PPP), was developed to
allows individuals, Rotary clubs, and districts the opportunity to directly contribute to polio eradication projects submitted
by fellow Rotarians in polio-endemic, importation, and high-risk countries through the PPP Open Projects List.

The Need — PolioPlus Partners in 2007-08: Contributions to PPP go directly to Rotarians conducting social
mobilization and surveillance activities in the polio-endemic, importation, and high risk countries. Social mobilization is
organized community activities designed to help make immunization activities successful. Rotarians play a critical role in
these activities by using PPP contributions to purchase:

- Media and posters to communicate when and where the immunization activities will occur.

Caps, aprons, badges, and megaphones to identify health workers and volunteers.

Stickers or balloons to reward children and parents to encourage future participation.

Bicycles, 4-wheel drive vehicles, and motorcycles to distribute the vaccine.

Vaccine carriers, refrigerators, and ice packs to maintain the integrity of the vaccine.

These tools are provided through the PolioPlus Partners program. Additional funding of at least US$5 million will be
needed to purchase these tools in 2007-08.

The Incentive — Matching Funds for PolioPlus Partners: Since the Polio Eradication Fundraising Campaign
(PEFC) ended in 2005, fundraising for PPP, in addition to PolioPlus, remains a priority. The Trustees of The Rotary
Foundation recognize the significant funding needs for PPP and will continue to match both cash and District Designated
Funds (DDF) contributions US$.50 for every US$1.00; up to US $1 million in 2007-08. This matching opportunity is an
incentive for individuals, clubs, and districts to make a contribution to PolioPlus Partners in 2007-08.

The 2007-08 PolioPlus Partners Challenge — What Can Rotarians Do? Funding for PolioPlus Partners is
essential to help all Rotarians achieve the goal of a polio-free world. To help meet the significant and ongoing funding
needs, we are extending a Challenge to all Rotarians, clubs, and districts to become 2007-08 PolioPlus Partners:

1. Asking for 100% participation from all Rotary districts to allocate a minimum of 10% of their available DDF.

2. Asking all Rotary clubs and districts, Interact and Rotaract clubs to have a club program for PolioPlus Partners by
March 2008.

3. Requesting district leaders to encourage all clubs chartered after 1 July 2003 to consider making a club contribution,
having a fundraiser, or making individual contributions to PolioPlus Partners.

4. Requesting zone, district, and club leaders to encourage new members after 1 July 2003 to contribute and become a
part of Rotary’s number one goal of global polio eradication.

5. Encouraging all Rotarians that view PolioPlus as their primary Rotary interest to make another contribution to
PolioPlus Partners.

With everyone’s continuing support, we shall demonstrate our resolve and achieve
the final goal of a polio-free world for all the worlds’ children.
