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Health, Hunger & Humanities (3-H) Grant

Rotary District 5470 with D-1470 in Mexico created a
$300,000 (3-H) Grant to develop Community Centers
for the Education of Adults which has been approved
by the Rotary Foundation held its first planning meet-
ing on Oct. 18 in Colorado Springs. Representatives
from D-4170 and D-5470 went over plans for creating
these community centers in locations provided by the
Mexican authorities; reviewed the project budget,
spending plans, management of funds, etc. One of
the most interesting aspects of the meeting was the
use of technology. Several committee members from
the Durango area participated in the meeting via
Skype and computer projection technology.

Contingent from Mexico with Durango Rotarians on This pl’OjECt consists of the installation of at least 20
the projection screen community centers to provide literacy and numeracy
opportunities as well as other educational courses to
improve employment opportunities for adults living within these communities. This project requires the co-
operation of educational authorities of the Mexican Government with local governments (Municipal and
Delegation Governments) to provide educational programs and premises for the centers.

Rotarians will provide the hardware and software necessary to connect the centers with the existing gov-
ernmental technologies to receive the educational programs at the centers. The project will form Rotary
Community Corps with residents of the local communities and with direct involvement of members of the
Rotary Clubs located within the territories where the community centers will be installed.

These Community Corps will maintain a permanent presence with the residents of these communities and
establish programs to be operated by community leaders to promote active and long term attendance of
adults to increase individual skill sets, and enhanced employment opportunities. Rotarians will provide as-
sistance with educational authorities in compiling feedback on program successes, suggested program im-
provements and adaptation of program formats
to meet local community needs, while keeping
compliance with the basic legally established
programs for certain types of education, such as
completion of primary or secondary education
and the like. Rotarians through these facilities
will work with the local residents to develop a
dialogue with local educational authorities to en-
sure sustainability of the program for its long
term.

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PDG Lee Harris passes on

surrounded by family and friends. He was 87 years old.

Lee was born on February 28, 1922, to Ivyl and Bertha Harris, in
Linden, lowa. He grew up on the family farm and, after graduating
| from Linden High School, moved to Des Moines to attend Drake
University and study theater. While attending Drake University, he

playing opposite him in a theatrical production. They married on November 6, 1943.

Not long after their wedding, Lee shipped out to the South Pacific, where he served as a first lieu-
tenant in the U.S. Marine Corps (1st Tank Battalion). He was wounded during the invasion of Pe-
leliu and received the Purple Heart. He was honorably discharged from active duty on April 3,
1946.

After the war, Lee worked first for KIOA radio and then joined WHO TV in Des Moines, lowa, as a
radio and television personality. He and Pegg)
program that attracted a wide following across the state. They took the Hop on the road, visiting
three or four lowa cities each week, and in the process helping hundreds of teens work through
the challenges of being a teenager in the late 1950s and early 1960s.

Lee moved his family from Des Moines to Denver in 1962 to join KBTV as their program director
and on-air talent, and in 1969 they moved to Glenwood Springs, where they purchased and man-
aged the Westerner Motel. When they sold the motel Lee became a communications consultant,
while Peggy owned and operated the local Baskin Robbins ice cream store. Much of Lee's con-
sulting time was devoted to providing public awareness support to the Colorado River Water Users
Association.

Lee believed strongly in community service and was a dedicated Rotarian. He served as
president of the Glenwood Springs Rotary Club and as district governor in the early 1990s
before having to retire for health reasons.

Lee was preceded in death by Peggy, his wife of 66 years, and his first born son, Eric, who is sur-
vived by his wife, Deb Harris, of Ft. Collins, Colorado. Lee is survived by his remaining children:
Tiffin (wife Cynthia) Harris of Nairobi, Kenya; Lissa Harris of Portland, Oregon; and Brian (wife
Donna) Harris of Glenwood Springs; grandchildren Clint, Tobias, Kasey and Matthew; four great-
grandchildren; and extended family Ken and Marty Duprey and their son Patrick, of Glenwood
Springs.

A memorial service was held at 11:00 a.m., Monday, November 16, at Mt. View Church in Glen-
wood Springs, with Pastor Dave Pearson presiding. Lee and Peggy will be interred at the Veterans
