There will be a celebration of 100 Years of Rotary in Colorado and the Chartering of The Rotary
Club of Denver (December 2011) in the next year. We all congratulate The Rotary Club of Denver
(Denver 31) and ourselves in this wonderful anniversary. There is an effort being mounted by Den-
ver 31 to address, "the serious inadequacies of Internet access/capacity in our K -12 public schools
throughout Colorado ... not just the rural portions of our state, but even along the Front Range," ac-
cording to Doug McLemore, Denver 31 Club President. | am asking District 5450 Rotarians to re-
search this project and, if they desire, voice support for the  approval and full funding of a federal
stimulus grant of $146 million that will create a vital "middle mile" network that will be the back-
bone of the solution.

A decision may be announced within a week or so and if you support this project, your help is

needed urgently to contact President Obama, the Assistant US Secretary of Commerce responsible
for the decision, Governor Ritter, and our US Senators and US Congressmen, and to voice Colorado's
strong and broad -based support and urgent need for this grant to be approved.
